On July 1, 2022 we welcome Fr. Avery to St.

He was ordained a
deacon in February 2021 and assigned as chaplain
of Blessed Trinity Catholic High School in Roswell.
Upon ordination to the priesthood, he is (proudly)
the youngest priest in the Archdiocesel!

He is an avid gym rat, golfer, gardener, and loves
any and all musical instruments and signing. But
most of all, he loves his vocation as a priest and

can’t wait to get to know and serve all of youl!
