From the Pastor: 
October is 
Respect Life 
Month and 
today is 
Respect Life 
Sunday - 
Each human 
life is a gift 
from God 
and it begins 

at the moment of conception. Every 
human life should be  respected, 
protected and given the right to life 
from the first moment to the last 
moment. Sadly, it is more common 
in our society not to recognize the 
right to life for the most vulnerable: 
The  unborn, the sick, the         
handicapped, and the elderly. 
Many methods are accepted,       
promoted as “human rights” and 
supported in law but are crimes 
against the dignity of human life 
(Euthanasia, Assisted Suicide, 
Capital Punishment, IVF). Jesus 
said “I came that they might have 
life, and have it more                            
abundantly” (John 10:10). As  
Catholic Christians, we know we 
should give life and not take it. that 
even if unwanted or unplanned, a 
human life hidden in the womb has 
equal dignity to a little child or a 
grown adult and so a pregnancy 
can never be terminated through 
abortion.. Even IVF that tries to 
artificially create life is immoral 
because it actually destroys many 
human lives in the process. And so 
we should look to promote the        
Pro-Life movement in our society, 
vote for Pro-Life politicians, and 
support ministries that work for the 
dignity of life at all levels. But the 
best way to bring about a  greater 
respect for life is to teach our          
children the truth about God’s     
design and plan for human life from 
the first moment of conception until 
a natural death. May our Lord  
Jesus help us to protect the          
sanctity of life in all levels of         
society.   

 
October is the 
Month of the 
Holy Rosary - 
Why should 
you pray the 
Rosary? It is a 

meditation on the Life of Christ 
using 4 Mysteries revealed in  
scripture: Joyful, Luminous,           
Sorrowful, and Glorious. When you 
pray the beads, Mary, the Mother 
of Jesus, prays with you to perfect 
your prayer. Mary’s powerful         
Intercession to her Son will help to 
bring peace to the world, to our 
parish, your family, and to your own 
heart. Join our youth after the 10 
AM Sunday mass today to pray 
the Holy Rosary. This Tuesday, 
October 7 is the Feast of the 
Holy Rosary. We will pray the 
Rosary 20 minutes before the 
6:30 PM Mass.  

Octubre es el Mes del Respeto a la 
Vida y hoy es el Domingo del         
Respeto a la Vida. Cada vida         
humana es un regalo de Dios y 
comienza en el momento de la  
concepción. Toda vida humana 
debe ser respetada, protegida y se 
le debe otorgar el derecho a la vida 
desde el primer momento hasta el 
último. Lamentablemente, es cada 
vez más común en nuestra           
sociedad no reconocer el derecho 
a la vida de los más vulnerables: 
los no nacidos, los enfermos, los 
discapacitados y los ancianos.  
Muchos métodos son aceptados, 
promovidos como "derechos        
humanos" y respaldados por la ley, 
pero son delitos contra la dignidad 
de la vida humana (eutanasia, 
suicidio asistido, pena capital, FIV). 
Jesús dijo: "Yo he venido para que 
tengan vida, y para que la tengan 
en abundancia" (Juan 10:10).  
Como cristianos católicos,               
sabemos que debemos dar vida y 
no quitarla. Que incluso si no es 
deseada o no está planeada, una 
vida humana escondida en el útero 
tiene la misma dignidad que un 
niño pequeño o un adulto, y por lo 
tanto, un embarazo nunca puede 
ser interrumpido mediante un  
aborto. Incluso la FIV que intenta 
crear vida artificialmente es inmoral 
porque, de hecho, destruye 
muchas vidas humanas en el      
proceso. Por lo tanto, debemos 
buscar promover el movimiento 
provida en nuestra sociedad, votar 
por políticos provida y apoyar  
ministerios que trabajan por la 
dignidad de la vida en todos los 
niveles. Pero la mejor manera de 
fomentar un mayor respeto por la 
vida es enseñar a nuestros hijos la 
verdad sobre el diseño y el plan de 
Dios para la vida humana desde el 
primer momento de la concepción 
hasta la muerte natural. Que        
nuestro Señor Jesús nos ayude a 
proteger la santidad de la vida en 
todos los niveles de la sociedad.
